If not approved otherwise by a respective natior@mpetition Authority,
LafargeHolcim will only enable any trade associatio proceed with any exchange of
the aforesaid information provided it is made tlyloan independent third-party private
organization on the basis of strict verifiable adahtiality agreements which must
create appropriate firewalls between such assoniaiind its members (“the
Confidentiality Agreements”).

Unless required by government agencies, Lafargefotall not provide directly, or
indirectly through any trade association any nohhgy individual data in respect of
their sales, production, and import/export thatasat least one year old, with respect to
Member States or administrative regions where Igafidolcim knows that there are
fewer than four suppliers of data.

The Confidentiality Agreements should be signedheyindependent third-party private
organization, the trade association and the menthersof and require the independent
third-party private organization to inform Lafargeeim immediately and not to
disclose the respective data if there are fewer theee suppliers of data.

LafargeHolcim will make their membership in anydgaassociation dependent upon (i)
the adherence by such association to (a) the Gantfality Agreements referred to
above and (b) a compliance program (or equivaleetrmal code of conduct) that shall
include rules regarding the collection, aggregation publication of the data in
guestion, as well as the conduct of any meetingusiness of the association, and (ii)
the appointment of an internal compliance offiagrtion with responsibility for
implementing and monitoring the strict adherenceumh association to the compliance
program and the Confidentiality Agreements refetoedbove.

LafargeHolcim will not send generic price announeatrietters to their customers.

Price letters are generic if they lack any of tbkofving individual information about
the customer: (i) customer specific contact detdils product requirements and prices
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(meaning proposed gross price for cement and cémenst products); and (iii) the
effective date of the envisaged price change.

9. As regards GBS and GGBS supply contracts enteredwiith steel manufacturers,
LafargeHolcim will continue to ensure the compliaraf such contracts with European
antitrust rules for vertical agreements.
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
